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Abstract

The Effects of Married Female Immigrants’ Life Style on

the Elderly’s Successful Aging Perception

The object of this study was to find out how married female immigrants’ life style effected the elderly’s
successful aging perception. Data was collected from 112 who are living in Wonju. The major finding
of this study include: First, the mean of the elderly’s successful aging perception was 3.04. Second, the
means of thirties and fifties were higher than those of twenties and forties. Third, the mean of women
who have not college degree was lower than that of women who have college degree, and the mean
of women who have tow or three children was higher than that of women who have one child. Fourth,
the successful aging perception was connected to health manage perception, economic perception, human
relationship perception and extra activities perception. Lastly, female immigrants’ life style was not connected
to the elderly’s successful aging perception, but family oriented life style which was one subcategory of

life style was connected health oriented life style, the one subcategory of life style.

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Abstract

A Study on Factors Affecting the Happiness of Elementary
School Children: Focusing on the Moderating Effect of
Parental Child Abuse

In the past 16 years, a large amount of money has been invested to solve the problem of low fertility,
but in the absence of interest or policy on the happiness of children and adolescents, parental abuse
of children is increasing. Therefore, the purpose of this study is to analyze the moderating effect between
the child's happiness and other factors that affect the child's happiness of parents' child abuse, which
placed the happiness of children and adolescents in the lower group in the international comparison.

For this study, the 12th data of the Korean Children's Panel was used for this study, and data from
1,412 people who participated in the survey out of a total of 2,150 children (5th graders) were analyzed.
It was found that communication with mothers, feelings of alienation, and trust all had a positive effect
on the happiness of elementary school children, and that child abuse by parents also had an effect on
the happiness of children. It was found that peer relationship at school (B = .378) had the greatest effect
on children's happiness, and that group bullying from peers (B = -.105) had a negative effect on children's
happiness.

It was found that parental child abuse negatively affects children's happiness by interacting with father's
trust and peer bullying. In particular, it was found that child abuse from fathers destroys trust in fathers
and reduces children's happiness, and experiences of abuse from fathers or mothers interact with peer
bullying at school and reduce children's happiness.

Therefore, it will be necessary to clearly recognize that child abuse is a criminal act through continuous
publicity and strict punishment for perpetrators to prevent further child abuse at home. In school, it will
be said that attention and policy support are required so that collective bullying can be prevented at

the same level as school violence, so that school life can be enjoyable.

Abstract

Currently, the life aspects and identity of 7.49 million Koreans living abroad across 180 countries around
the world are transcending the boundaries of nation-states and transforming into a transnational state due
to globalization and informatization. The concept of diaspora, characterized by forced migration from their
home country, discrimination in their country of residence, strong attachment to their home country and
instinct to return, may not be sufficient to explain those modern Koreans living abroad. Therefore, in the
future, research on Koreans living abroad will be conducted in more diverse ways and from a more
comprehensive point of view. It has emerged as the most important task of the times to develop a network
of overseas Koreans all over the world who have lived in isolation from each other in all parts of the
world so far to become a cooperative body for coexistence and co-prosperity and a great Korean community.
In particular, at this point in time where social problems are occurring because of population decline due
to aging and low fertility along with the entry into a multi-cultural society, it is significant in that Korea
can find a new driving force for development by forming a transnational network that connects the home

country and the country of residence along with the human resource development of Koreans living abroad.

of migration and settlement, so that there is no place
in the world where there are no Koreans. As of
October 2020, it has formed a huge global Korean
network with 7.49 million overseas Koreans residing
in about 180 countries around the world.

The migration history of Koreans living abroad
can be roughly divided into four periods as follows:
(Injin Yoon (2013), 18~30. Reference)

The first period was from the 1860s to 1910, when
peasants and workers in the late Chosun Dynasty
migrated across borders to China, Russia, Hawaii,
Mexico, and Cuba to escape famine, poverty, and
oppression. In the late 19th century, Chosun suffered
severe hardship because of continuous drought, and
as the Western Powers competed for supremacy in
Chosun, wars and coups were frequent, leading to
social chaos. Koreans who had gone to Manchuria
in China and Primorsky Krai in the late Joseon
Dynasty migrated for economic and political reasons.
And the 7,000 or so emigrants who arrived at the
sugar cane plantations in Hawaii, USA around 1904,
in the early 20th century, were mostly single men
in their twenties. They invited 1,000 Korean women
to Hawaii to form an emigrant family through a
‘Photo Marriage’ method. In 1905, about 1,000

people firstly left as contractors for the Eneken farm

in the Yucatan Peninsula of Mexico. Some of them
relocated to Cuba in 1921 to escape the economic
hardship.

The second period is from 1910 to the liberation
day of 1945. During this period, peasants and workers
who were deprived of land and means of production
under Japanese rule migrated to Manchuria and
Japan. Also, during this period, political refugees and
independence activists moved to China, Russia, and
the United States to launch independence
movements. During the First World War, in response
to Japan's economic boom, Koreans came to Japan
as workers. And a large number of Koreans were
taken to mines and battlefields during the period
of the Sino-Japanese War of 1937 and the Pacific
War of 1941. The number of Koreans residing in
Japan soared in this way, reaching about 2.3 million
in August 1945, when Japan was defeated by the
United States, and then plummeted to 600,000 in
1947 as many Koreans returned to their homeland
after the war.

The third period is from 1945 to 1962, when the
Korean government first established the immigration
policy. During this period, war orphans, women
married to US soldiers, children of mixed race, and

students who occurred before and after the Korean
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War emigrated to the United States or Canada for
the purpose of adoption, family reunification, and
study abroad. Their size was about 6,000 Korean
women who were spouses of the US military and
about 5,000 children who were war orphans, mixed
race children, or adopted children. About 6,000
international students who came to the United
States at the same time, like Korean women
married to American soldiers, laid the foundation
for serial immigration where they could invite their
families when the immigration door to the United
States was opened in 1965. Under the Cold War
system, the Korean community in Japan was divided
into Chong-ryon (the Federation of Korean
Residents in Japan) and Min-dan (the Korean
Residents in Japan), and North Korea implemented

an active and offensive policy of attracting all

overseas Koreans including Zainichi ones to it.

From 1959 to 1984, a total of 90,000 Zainichi
Koreans moved to North Korea as a result of the
North Korean repatriation project, which coincided
with the interests of Japan and North Korea. Most
of them were discriminated against as an impure
class, and many were imprisoned in political prison
camps, leading to miserable lives.

The fourth period is from 1962 to the present, and
from this point on, migration for the purpose of
settlement began. Except for China, Japan, and the
Commonwealth of Independent States, most of the
overseas Korean emigrants and their descendants are
people who migrated and settled there during this
period. In 1962, the Korean government started
collective immigration and contract immigration to
South America, Western Europe, the Middle East, and
purpose of

North America. The fundamental

immigration policy at that time was to reduce

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population pressure by sending the surplus
population abroad and to earn foreign currency
through remittances from Koreans working abroad.
Starting with 103 agricultural emigrants who left for
Brazil in 1963, they were invited by Latin American
countries to Argentina, Paraguay, and Bolivia. Also,
from 1963 to the 1970s, about 5,000 miners and
10,000 nurses emigrated to West Germany as
contract workers. The soldiers and technicians
dispatched to the Vietnam War from 1955 to 1975
also relocated to the Middle East, Southeast Asia,
and Australia after the end of the war, laying the
foundation for the Korean society overseas. In the
mid-1960s, under the influence of the United States
Immigration Act which was amended, the middle
class who worked in white-collar jobs migrated most
actively to the United States as well as Canada.
Afterwards, the immigration procession which
peaked in the Middle East as construction workers
in the 1980s, when the Middle East special was in
full swing, began to decrease after the Seoul
1988. On the contrary,

immigration also increased. Migration, however,

began to increase again, and migration to Canada,
Australia, and New Zealand increased in the form of
business or employment migration rather than family
invitations.

III. Regional Distribution of Overseas
Koreans
and Aspects by Local Adaptation

As discussed earlier, the separation of Koreans
living abroad was caused by different factors for each
period in their home country and country of
residence. The migration motives, background
characteristics, and human resources of Korean
emigrants at each period differed significantly from
each other. As a result, Korean expatriates from each
region of the world were incorporated into the society
of their country of residence in different ways, and
the aspects of the social problems they faced were

quite different.

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As of October 2020, the Korean communities,
which are estimated at 7.49 million people in 180
countries, has a long history that has surpassed five
generations in the ‘history of Korean emigrants
abroad', even if it is assumed that 30 years is one
generation in general. And despite all kinds of
adversity, each of them is filled with the wisdom
of life that has brought about coexistence and
prosperity.

The process of migration and settlement of
Koreans living abroad can be understood as a result
of the interaction between their home country, their
country of residence, and the Koreans living abroad
themselves. The political, economic, social, and
cultural conditions of the home country at the time
of  migration determine the  background
characteristics of migrants and their motives for
migration. Likewise, the migration and ethnic
policies of the country of residence determine the
size and characteristics of migrants and the structure
of opportunities there. Under these macroscopic and
structural conditions, individual migrants are not
passive beings, but active actors who seek to raise
their status within a limited opportunity structure
by actively using the human and social and cultural
capital that they can mobilize.

According to these factors, as shown in the figure
below, the emigration history and distribution
patterns of Koreans living abroad can be examined
by place(migration country). As such, the identities
of Koreans living abroad have diversified in the
process of adaptation, and the influence they have

on their home countries and countries of residence

has also changed.

First of all, Asia and the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) region are the regions where
Koreans living abroad first started emigrating.
Overseas Koreans living here are still the most active
in human and material exchanges with their home
countries. The history of overseas Koreans here,
which has been going on for over 160 years, is in
line with the changes in the modern history of Korea,
their home country.

'Koreans living in China'l) are experiencing
unemployment and poverty as they are marginalized
in the process of economic reform in China. In
addition, they are experiencing a decrease in the
population of Yanbian Autonomous Prefecture in the
three northeast provinces because of a decrease in
the fertility rate and population movement at home
and abroad. The decrease in the population of Yanbian
Autonomous Prefecture is causing a crisis of becoming
Chinese(Han) ethnicization due to the outflow of
talent, a decrease in the level of national education,
and an increase in the Chinese(Han) population.

However, Koreans in China who migrated to large
cities such as Beijing, Xianyang, Shanghai, and
Qingdao are engaged in urban occupations such as
commerce, sales, service, and production jobs,
adapting to the capitalist economic environment, and
using voluntary associations and tribal media to form
a loose urban community. The rural kin communities
in the three northeast provinces are, therefore,
dismantled or weakened, but the urban kin
communities are revitalized.

Koreans in the Commonwealth of Independent

1) Titles of Koreans Overseas: Koreans living abroad have various titles depending on the history and ethnic policy of their country of residence.

For example, Koreans residing in China are referred to as Joseonjok’, and Koreans living in the Commonwealth of Independent States are

referred to as ‘Koryoin' Koreans in Japan are called 'Zainichi Koreans', and recently they are also simply-called 'Zainichi’. In the case of the

United States and Canada, they are locally called 'Korean American' or 'Korean Canadian', and they use these terms with pride to reveal their

dual identity.
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States, including Central Asia, suffered from severe
economic difficulties because of the dissolution of
the former Soviet Union in 1989, discrimination due
to nationalism preferentially to indigenous peoples,
which had risen after the independence of Central
Asian countries in 1991, and local problems such
as loss of national language and extinction of national
culture. Koreans who have migrated to Primorsky
Krai or the Volgograd region of Russia are
experiencing difficulties in employment, housing,
income, and education.

Zainichi Koreans are not immediately threatened
by economic problems, however, they are also
experiencing social problems. Discrimination at work,
public office, and political participation, as well as
the rapid assimilation into Japanese society and
culture, are recognized as major social problems now
by 2nd-and-3rd generations' marrying Japanese and
becoming naturalized more easily. In addition, the
number of Ist and 2nd generation is gradually
decreasing, and the 3rd and 4th generation are
increasingly acquiring Japanese citizenship and
assimilating as Japanese. The next generation with
weak ties to their home country is now the mainstream
of the Korean-Japanese society. On the other hand,
Koreans who came to Japan in 1989 as a result of
the Korean government's liberalization of overseas
travel are called 'New Comers'. They have different
occupations, lifestyles, and identities from the
previous generation, the ‘Ole Timer,” and are breathing
fresh vitality into the Korean community in Japan.

The history of Korean emigrants to the Americas,
which started as workers on sugar cane farms in
Hawaii in the early 20th century, has been diversified
through the history of the Korean War, economic

revival and the hosting of the 1988 Seoul Olympics.

In particular, the United States has the closest
diplomatic, economic, and cultural relations with
Korea, and the Korean American community is
expected to continue to grow in the future. Compared
with Koreans in other regions, Korean Americans
live in a relatively affluent and free environment.
It can be said that the problem of survival has now
been overcome to some extent, and racism is
prohibited at least in the realm of laws and
institutions. Instead, in the Korean American
community, mental issues such as ethnic identity,
extra-racial marriage, generational conflict, and
political participation and social participation are
emerging as issues. After the April 29 riots in 1992,
relations with black people showed signs of
improvement, but from today's point of view, the
gap between perceptions between Koreans and
blacks has not been narrowed, and they only contact
each other when necessary. Moreover, Korean
business owners are experiencing problems such as
illegal employment of immigrants, low wages,
excessive working hours, and human rights violations
with Latino immigrants, whom they hire a lot as
employees.

Canadian Koreans have a shorter history of
emigration and settlement than the United States,
so they are still in the early stages of settlement.
Therefore, economic issues such as unemployment
and discrimination in the labor market are still
becoming an issue. In particular, the majority of
Koreans who have recently moved to Canada are those
in their 30s and 40s with high education, professionals,
and white-collar workers. As Canadian employers
require local work experience, they are unable to find
a job in their field of study and are instead seeking

to switch to self-employment or technical jobs.
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Although they are not formal emigrants also, a large
number of elementary, middle, and high school
students are staying for the purpose of studying abroad
early. Many of them are having difficulties adjusting
to local society due to poor academic performance,
emotional instability from living apart from their
parents, and poor home education.

Koreans in Latin America have a very severe
immigration history, leaving a large gap between
emigrant generations. The descendants of the early
emigrants who migrated to Mexico in the early 20th
century were assimilated into the local culture,
making it difficult to find their identity as Koreans.
On the other hand, those who emigrated as
agricultural migrants in the early 1960s and by family
invitation and investment emigrants in the 1980s have
great identity and pride as Koreans. As a result, there
is no real exchange between the descendants of the
early emigrants and the late emigrants, and the
Mexican Korean society is mainly operated by the
late emigrants.

Koreans in Central and South America, including
Mexico, focused on the clothing industry to establish
an economic foundation and focus on educating their
children, but their will to settle in Latin American
countries was relatively weak. This lack of will to settle
there has been pointed out as a problem in the
Korean-Latin American community because the
countries concerned are politically and economically
unstable. In addition, many Koreans are concentrated
in a limited industry, which leads to excessive
competition among Korean merchants, and
anti-Korean sentiment is also emerging in this area
because Korean merchants do not comply with local

laws.

Compared with the migration of Koreans to Asia
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and the Americas, the history of Korean migration
to Europe is short and the number of Koreans is small.
And the number of short-term residents is rather large
to be called emigrants. After the Korean War, Koreans
migrated to Europe in various stages, including the
adoption of war orphans, labor emigration of miners
and nurses, academic emigration of international
students, and job emigration of business resident
workers. There are many former miners and nurses
in Germany, Switzerland, and Austria, and there are
many foreign students and business resident workers
in England, France, Italy and Spain. Until the 1980s,
the majority of Koreans were in Germany, but from
the 1990s, the UK became the center of European
Korean society.

As FEuropean countries do not actively accept
emigrants like American countries, the Korean
community in Europe is unlikely to grow significantly
in the future. However, as a free trade agreement
(FTA) was signed between Korea and the European
Union in 2011 to promote mutual trade, if tourists,
international students, business expatriates and their
families frequently visit, the number of settlers among
them is expected to increase gradually.

The economic adaptation patterns of Koreans in
Oceania, such as Australia and New Zealand, are
similar to those of overseas Koreans in other regions.
In the early days of entry, they engage in manual
labor or personal service in factories, construction
sites, and restaurants, and then start small-scale
self-employment after raising some capital through
self and family work. Since most Korean businesses
are, however, concentrated in industries targeting
Korean customers, their profit margins are falling due
to cut-throat competition, and they are vulnerable

to economic fluctuations in their home country
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because they are mainly dependent on Korean
tourists. Therefore, future tasks are to diversify
sectors and customer bases,

business improve

professionalism and profitability, and develop
capabilities to control excessive competition among
Korean businesses.

In particular, the Korean community in New
Zealand has a shorter history and fewer Koreans than
the Korean community in Australia. As the domestic
market is small and it is difficult to find a way out
of a prolonged recession, Koreans are increasingly
relocating to Australia, the United States, and
Canada. There are many Koreans who relocate to
Australia for their children's college education in
particular, so the Korean community in New Zealand
is in a difficult situation.

As mentioned above, the adaptation patterns of
Koreans scattered around the world to their country
of residence vary greatly from individual to
individual. Accordingly, we can classify into the
following four types of criteria by considering the
degree of maintaining the culture and identity of
the home country and the degree of accepting the
local society and culture of the resident country and

participating in the opportunity structure there. (Injin

Yoon (2013): 245.)

1) Isolation: Rejecting the society and culture of
the host country and not participating in the
opportunity structure while maintaining only
the culture and identity of the home country.

2) Assimilation: Losing the culture and identity of
the mother country, accepting the society and
culture of the country of residence, and

participating in the opportunity structure.

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IV. Formation of a Global Network of
Koreans Living Abroad and Our

Challenges

Although the history of Korean emigrants abroad
for about 160 years has shown diversity by country
and region, if we can roughly divide the time period,
there is a great difference between 'old-emigrants'
who migrated to Russia, China, the United States,
Japan, Mexico, and Cuba in the mid-19th and early
20th centuries, and the 'new emigrants’ who migrated
to the United States, Canada, Brazil, Argentina,
Paraguay, Germany, England, France, Australia, and
New Zealand after the 1960s.

Old emigrants are people who emigrated because
of negative conditions in their home country such
as famine, oppression, war, and colonial rule. Their
hierarchical background was mainly from the lower
classes such as peasants, workers, and lower-class
soldiers, and they had a strong tendency to stay
temporarily rather than settle in their country of
residence. On the other hand, new emigrants were
as strongly attracted to the 'attraction factors' of
their host country (high standard of living and
educational opportunities) as much as the 'emission
factors' from their home country. Many of these
people were from the city, high-educated,
white-collar workers, and middle-class workers, and
many of them had the goal of permanent settlement
in their country of residence from the beginning.
As a result, new emigrants achieved a rapid rise in
status, such as acquiring a middle-class status in their
country of residence within the first generation of
emigrants.

Another important difference between old and new

emigrants is the distribution of regions where they
migrated. While the old emigrants mainly migrated
to countries around the Korean Peninsula, the new
emigrants migrated not only to geographically distant
regions such as North America, South America, and
Europe, but also mainly to white cultures. Therefore,
the new emigrants suffered a greater cultural shock
than the old emigrants and had to adapt to the
white-centered culture as a minority of color.

From the late 19th century to the late 1980s, when
the Cold War system was maintained after the Second
World War, the Korean community abroad
maintained an isolated life without much interaction
with each other. However, a change occurred when
overseas travel was liberalized in 1989 and Korea
established diplomatic relations with China and the
Commonwealth of Independent States in the early
1990s. As Koreans travel abroad more actively,
Koreans living abroad began to mix old and new
emigrants with different nationalities, cultures, and
identities even though they had the same ethnicity.

For example, in Shokuandori in Tokyo, Japan,
Wangjing in Beijing, China, and Flushing in New York,
USA, overseas Koreans born in Japan, China, or Korea
coexist, creating a complex relationship of symbiosis
and conflict. In addition, North Korean defectors
who escaped from North Korea and entered South
Korea, then defected from South Korea and joined
the group, are also establishing a new foothold in
the Korean community abroad.

The link among the overseas Korean communities
has been strengthened because of the continuous
emigration of overseas Koreans. Many Koreans who
migrated to Brazil and Argentina in the 1970s did

not settle there and re-migrated to the United States

and Canada. The garment sewing industry they
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worked in South America became the foundation
for the 'Fashion District', a clothing store located
in downtown Los Angeles, USA later.

In addition, miners and nurses dispatched to West
Germany in the early 1960s played a decisive role
in establishing the economic and cultural foundation
of the Korean community by relocating to the United
States, Canada, Australia, and the United Kingdom
after their contracts were terminated. They overcame
the initial difficulties with strong vitality and
solidarity, and succeeded as entrepreneurs, scholars,
and pastors, giving vitality to the Korean society
abroad.

The soldiers and engineers dispatched to the
Vietnam War that lasted from 1965 to 1973 relocated
to the Middle East, Southeast Asia, and Australia after
the war was over, laying the foundation for the
Korean community abroad. The second-generation
emigrants, who grew up on the economic foundation
built up with sweat and tears by the first generations
of emigrants, are now adults and grow up as leaders
in their country of residence or return to their home
countries in search of study, employment, and
business opportunities.

The Korean diaspora, which began as they
dispersed into different regions at different times,
and the subsequent continuous emigrations were not
initially intended, but as a result, a transnational
network was formed between the home country, and
the country of residence. Contemporary Koreans
living abroad are living in a transnational space in
which time and space are compressed because of
the development of transportation, information, and
communication technologies, with more dynamic
and flexible multiple identities than in the past.

The social and cultural adaptation patterns that

Koreans living abroad show in their country of
residence are not the same depending on the period
and country of residence, usually the isolation type
prevails in the early stages of settlement, but the
acceptance or assimilation type increases as the
residence period becomes longer. Even within the
same group of Koreans living abroad, it is common
that various types of adaptation coexist and have
multiple ethnic identities. However, Koreans living
abroad generally have in common that they try to
accept the culture of their country of residence and
participate in the opportunity structure in order to
survive while living as migrants and ethnic minorities
in their country of residence. As an ethnic minority
of color, in a situation where they are differentiated
and discriminated by the majority ruling group,
Koreans there come to realize that complete
assimilation into the society of their country of
residence is impossible. In this situation, Koreans
tend to adopt a strategy of acceptance that maintains
their national culture and identity while seeking to
raise their status within the limited opportunity
structure of the society in which they live.

As the period of residence becomes longer and
the emigrant generation shifts from the 1st and 2nd
generations to the 3rd and 4th generations, however,
the proportion of Koreans' residence value shifts
from the home country to the country of residence.
For the third and fourth generations of emigrants,
national culture is not something that should be
preserved, but something that needs to be learned
anew. As the possibility of marriage among the same
people decreases and contacts and exchanges with
other ethnicities and races in the country of residence
become more active, the third and fourth generations

of emigrants move away from the ethnic community

and experience a weakening of their national
identity. As a result, in the long run, the social and
cultural adaptation pattern of Koreans changes from
the acceptance type to the assimilation type.
After the second half of the 20th century, by the
way, new conditions emerged that could slow this
globalization and

overall trend. Due to

informatization, Koreans living abroad have
transcended the barriers of time and space, and have
changed into an environment where they can freely
travel between their home country and their country
of residence. And their identity has taken on a flexible
and multifaceted form that is not limited to either
the home country or the country of residence.

As an example, the economic life, and family life
of Koreans living in China is taking place in Northeast
Asia as a transnational space, and Korean Americans
born and raised in the United States are working
in multinational companies that have entered Korea.
Therefore, the transnational network between the
home country and the country of residence may
arouse a strong desire to strengthen the relationship
with the home country in the next generation of
Koreans living abroad, who may disappear as a result
of assimilation into the mainstream social culture
of the country of residence. It can be predicted that
among the next generation Koreans living abroad,
therefore, the identity of the Korean people will be
revived and there will be more people who want
to actively utilize the network with their home
country for their career development.

In general, Koreans living abroad maintain a strong
ethnic identity and attachment not only to Koreans
in the United States and Canada with relatively short

emigration history, but also to Koreans from China,

Japan and the Commonwealth of Independent States
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with a long emigration history. Ethnicity is not just
a symbolic meaning, it has practical meaning in one's
life opportunities such as occupation, marriage,
friendship, and faith, and becomes an important basis
for social relationships. Their ethnicity, however,
tends to have a dual identity that emphasizes not
only the lineage and traditional culture of the Korean
people, but also the collective experience in the
country of residence.

Also, in a transnational environment, Koreans
living abroad are promoting the development of
individuals and families by utilizing networks with
their home countries. Through employment,
education, and marriage opportunities in their home
country, the next generation of overseas Koreans
will become interested in the Korean language and
culture, which in turn strengthens their attachment
to and solidarity with their home country.

Despite the above general commonalities, it is
expected that the Korean society abroad will be
further differentiated internally according to
generations, emigration periods, social classes, etc.
Differences and conflicts between social groups with
conflicting values and lifestyles, such as
first-generation emigrants and the next generation,
old timers and newcomers, workers and capitalists,
Koreatown residents and suburban residents, are
expected to intensify. How to reconcile and integrate
these differences and conflicts between internal
groups and use them as a driving force for the
development of the Korean community abroad is
a significant task for the Korean community abroad
in the future. Also, it has become an important task
of our times to develop the Korean community as

a cooperative body for coexistence and co-prosperity

by connecting overseas Koreans from all over the
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world who have lived in isolation from each other
until now.

In order to achieve this great task, it is possible
to think of ways to revitalize the overseas Korean
diaspora community scattered around the world. As
specific activities, tasks such as ‘building a global
Korean network community through global diaspora
research’, ‘building a knowledge information network
of Koreans living abroad, and ‘strengthening
cooperation between the global network of Koreans
living abroad and their home countries’ can be

suggested.

In order to strengthen the global Korean network
while responding to the rapidly changing digital
world, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs recently
announced an inclusive overseas Korean policy for
7.49 million overseas Koreans in the 'Ministry of
Foreign Affairs' Presidential Business Report for
2022: Key Implementation Tasks and Implementation
Plans'. The following three tasks below were officially

announced to expand the digital projection service

capabilities.D

1) Improving the rights and interests of overseas

1) Ministry of Foreign Affairs, MOFA NEWS No. 452 (issued on July 25, 2022)
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Koreans through reorganization of
existing-organizations and laws related to
overseas Koreans and providing one-stop civil
service

2) Establishment of an integrated portal for
consular services to provide domestic-level
administrative services abroad and
introduction of non-face-to-face identity
verification service for overseas citizens

3) Operation of 24-hour overseas safety protection
center and consular call center to strengthen
prevention and response to overseas disasters
and incidents, and active use of digital private

capabilities

In addition, the 'Overseas Koreans Foundation',
a public institution under the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, launched in 1997, is also conducting various
activities to strengthen the Korean network while
maintaining the ethnic identity of overseas Koreans
in the country of residence and settling as exemplary
members of the that society. All activities in the chart

below are currently supported as major projects.

V. Conclusion and Suggestions

The Korean society abroad is expected to be

further differentiated internally according to
generation, emigration period, social classes, etc.
Now, we go beyond the limits of specific regional
and fragmentary studies of Koreans living abroad,
and share the history of the emigration and settlement
of Koreans living abroad and overseas adoptees in
Asia, Africa, South-North America, Europe and
Oceania. It is necessary to comprehensively examine

their adaptation to the local society and culture of

their country of residence.

Overseas Korean national elections have been held
since the 19th National Assembly Election in April
2012 and the 18th Presidential Election in December
2012. In addition, as the number of foreign nationals
residing in Korea increases, Koreans living abroad
are no longer 'overseas' but are living as important
social members in their home countries. Due to the
increase in immigrants by globalization, our current
Korean society, which has to find a new way of
coexistence and integration between indigenous
Korean and immigrants, should make the most of
the useful lessons that can be learned from the history
of Korean emigrants abroad. We need to take the
new wisdom of other Koreans living abroad by
reflecting on their experiences based on the principle
of coexistence and integration.

Therefore, future research on Koreans living
abroad should be conducted in various ways and
from a comprehensive perspective. The most
significant task of the times is to develop a great
Korean community as a cooperative of coexistence
and co-prosperity by networking overseas Koreans
who have lived in isolation from each other in all
parts of the world so far. In conclusion, we can make
the most use of examples and experiences of Koreans
living abroad in a multi-racial and multi-ethnic society
for our country which is transforming into a

multi-cultural society now.

Trends in International Migration during
the COVID-19 Pandemic

Gyuchan Kim

The paper is to investigate the global pattern of human mobility and immigration into South Korea
since the onset of Covid-19 pandemic. Since early 2020 states have adopted various mobility(travel and
immigration) control measures along with public health measures. Consequently, the international population
mobility and migration have significantly shrunk. However, there has been found differences in scale and
pattern of (im)mobility among groups of people and migrants. As for South Korea, the Government has
managed to avoid the extreme measures such as border-closure or lock-down. Nonetheless, the scale of
inflow and stay of immigrants have declined. However, as seen in the global case, changes have differed
according to the immigration status. These results provide to us an opportunity to remind deeply rooted
inequality behind international migration and the importance of the role of immigration policies as well

as the medical/public health policies in responding to the pandemic.

Effect of Clinical Practice Satisfaction
on Career Identity in Nursing Students

Purpose: This study was attempted to confirm the relationship between clinical practice satisfaction
and career identity of nursing students. Methods: The number of participants was 135 nursing students
who had been experiencing at least one time clinical practice at a hospital. Data was collected using
on-line questionnaires from May 11th to May 23th, 2022 and analyzed using SPSS 25.0. Results: The clinical
practice satisfaction of nursing students was 3.54 points out of 5 points. The career identity of nursing
students was 2.69 points out of 4 points. The clinical practice satisfaction of nursing students was different
according to type of residence (F=3.10, p=.048), satisfaction with major (F=11.70, p<.001), health status(F=3.61,
p=.008), motivation for choosing major (F=3.15, p=.017), attitude to practice participation (F=5.30, p=.002),
and interest in practice (F=7.05, p{.001). The career identity of nursing students was different according
to type of residence (F=3.28, p=.041), satisfaction with major (F=7.53, p{.001), health status (F=5.28, p=.001),
expected clinical period (F=4.43, p=.001), motivation for choosing major (F=3.19, p=.016), attitude to practice
participation (F=3.76, p=.012) and interest in practice (F=9.21, p<{. 001). Also, clinical practice satisfaction
had an effect on career identity (8=0.404, p<{. 001), and its explanatory power was 21% (F=38.01, p<. 001).
Conclusion: It is possible to form a positive career identity by increasing the clinical practice satisfaction
of nursing students. It is necessary to guide nursing students to maintain good health and to have an

active attitude and interest in clinical practice..

The objects of this study was to analyze the differences in the servicescape of sports facilities,
human service and satisfaction according to the characteristics of gangneung-wonju national university
wonju campus students. The study subjects were students who had experience using the sports facilities
of gangneung-wonju national university wonju campus from september to november 2022 and frequency
analysis factor analysis, reliability, and correlation analysis were performed using the SPSS 23 program,
and t-test and one-way ANOVA were performed. The results of the analysis are as follows. First,
there was a significant difference in cleanliness among servicescape according to gender. Second,
there was a significant difference in convenience and aesthetics among servicescapes according to
the frequency of use. Third, there was a signigicant difference in convenience among servicescapes
according to the amount of use. Fourth, there was a signigicant difference in aesthetics among
servicescapes according to the hours of use. Fifth, there was a signigicant difference in convenience
among servicescapes according to the type of use. Sixth, there was a significant difference in tangible
and reliability among human services according to gender. Seventh, there was a significant difference
in reliability empathy among human services according to monthly average income. Eighth, there
was a significant difference in tangible and empathy among human services according to the event
of use. Ninth, there was a significant difference in tangible and empathy among human services
according to the day of use. Tenth, there was a significant difference in tangible and reliability among
human services according to the amount of use. Eleventh, there was a significant difference in tangible
and reliability among human services according to the hours of use. Twelfth, there was a significant
difference in reliability among human services according to the type of use. Thirteenth, there was
a significant difference in satisfaction according to gender. Fourteenth, there was a significant difference
in satisfaction according to the amount of use. Fifteenth, there was a significant difference in satisfaction

according to the hours of use.

Effects of Parent Education Program on Aggression of
5-Year-0Id Children and Parents' Parenting Style and
Perception

This study explores the effect of parental education programs on young children's aggression and changes
in parenting behavior during the implementation of parental education programs in order to prepare ways
to improve parental education programs in the field of early childhood education. The subjects of this
study were the top 15% of 28 5-year-old children from M Kindergarten in W City and their parents who
showed higher levels of aggression than other children in the pre-survey. Each questionnaire was used
to measure parental awareness and parenting behavior of children's aggression and aggression. The parent
education program was conducted in the introductory stage, the development stage (understanding and
training of aggression and understanding of desirable child rearing skills), and the final stage. There were
a total of 4 sessions, and each session took about 2 hours. In order to verify the effectiveness of this
program, the data obtained from the pre- and post-tests were statistically processed with the SPSS 12.0
Program, and the following results were obtained. First, the parent education program was effective in
reducing the aggression of young children. Second, the parent education program changed the mother's
parenting style. The mother's awareness of aggression widened, and parenting behaviors of

rejection/sanction, permissiveness/neglect were changed to compassionate/accepting parenting behaviors.

and the effect of integrated play activities using picture books for 3 weeks on infants' creative body
expression skills What was done. As a result of the study, integrated play activities provided an interesting
situation for infants, allowing them to concentrate on play more and express what they heard and felt

through various body movement elements. A positive effect could be seen.

User—centered Evaluation of
Social Welfare Facilities in Sejong

Susie Park(Gangneung-wonju national university)

The purpose of this study is to evaluate user-centered quality of social welfare facilities in Sejong. The
user-centered quality evaluation of social welfare facilities was opened by dividing it into process quality,
result quality, and environmental quality based on a new public management approach in the public service
area. For process quality measurement, a total of 12 items in four dimensions of reliability, responsiveness,
empathy, and certainty were used, which modified the SERVQUAL scale. In order to measure the quality
of the results, a total of 20 questions in two dimensions were used for service providers of the CSI-K
scale and satisfaction with the results, which were translated and modified to apply CSI to domestic social
welfare practice sites. As for environmental quality, it was outlined as the status of service use such as
accessibility and convenience. As a result of the analysis, the user-centered quality of social welfare facilities
in Sejong showed significant differences by facility and region. This shows that it is necessary to prepare

a plan to improve equity in the future.

Effects of learning, play, and psychological support
programs on learning motivation, self-efficacy, and
depression of vulnerable children after COVID-19
pandemic

Purpose: The purpose of this study is to develop and apply a learning, play, and psychological support
program for vulnerable children who have gone through the COVID-19 pandemic, and to determine the
effects on learning motivation, self-efficacy, and depression. Methods: The design of this study is a
single-group before-and-after experimental study. The participants in this study were 13 elementary
school children who voluntarily agreed to participate in the study, living in Wonju. Study motivation,
self-efficacy, and depression scales were used as research tools. As for the research progress, a study,
play, and psychological support program was provided to the participants for 4 weeks, and a survey was
conducted before and after the experiment. For data analysis, mean, standard deviation, frequency,
percentage, paired t-test, or Wilcoxon signed-rank test were used using SPSS. Results: After implementing
the study, play, and psychological support program, the degree of depression of the participants decreased
slightly, but the difference between the scores before and after was not statistically significant. The
difference in scores before and after was not statistically significant for learning motivation and
self-efficacy. Conclusions: This study is meaningful in that it organized and provided learning, play, and
psychological support programs to promote learning motivation, self-efficacy, and depression reduction
of vulnerable children in the COVID-19 situation. However, there was no statistical difference in learning
motivation, self-efficacy, and depression before and after the experiment. This may be due to limitations
such as changes in the timing of program provision, small number of participants, short period of program
provision, and difficult questionnaires. Therefore, it is suggested to repeat the study by supplementing

the limitations when providing the program in the future.
